Are you doing pest control in your schools legally?  The Florida 

Department of Agriculture and Consumer Services Entomology and Pest 

Control Bureau Chief updated the section of Florida Regulatory 

 on our School IPM website.  Here is an excerpt of what Information

you will find: 

 

If approved by the school district, school employees who apply 

pesticides must either:  

 Obtain a limited certificate in structural pest control (if 

applying pesticides indoors), or lawn and ornamental pest 

control (if applying pesticides outdoors).  

 Use only "ready-to-use" pesticides purchased over the 

counter at retail (not provided by wholesalers of pesticides).  

 Operate under a fully certified pest control operator 

employed by the school district.  

Violations of Chapter 482, F.S. are subject to fines up to $5,000.00 

per violation, and, can become second degree misdemeanors.
