Districts

What a stellar start to the school year for Florida! Congratulations Palm
Beach and Broward County School Districts for being selected as Green
Ribbon School Districts! In 2013, when Palm Beach was selected, only
14 school districts were recognized with this prestigious award; in 2014,
Broward was recognized and only 9 school districts in the nation were
recognized. There are >14,000 school districts in the U.S.

Florida was selected as one leg of the U.S. Dept. of Education’s 2014
Green Strides Best Practices Tour. We visited several amazing schools in
Palm Beach and Broward County School Districts. The tour was the
culmination a comprehensive process to assess school and school
district programs for numerous measures of sustainability, including
pest management practices. U.S. Department of Education Green
Ribbon Schools (ED-GRS) recognizes schools that excel in:

1. Reducing environmental impact and costs;

2. Improving the health and wellness of schools, students, and
staff; and

3. Providing environmental education, which teaches many
disciplines, and is especially good at effectively incorporating
STEM, civic skills, and green career pathways.

Because
schools are changing the way that they use space, pest distributions will
also change.
